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Instructions for completion of CPS Technician Evaluation Form
1. The primary goal of this form is data collection; therefore the reviewer should not interfere, correct, or alter the actions or behavior of the CPS Technician being evaluated.

2. To ensure safety, the CPS Technician being evaluated should be monitored by an instructor or senior checker separate of the evaluator.

3. Lay (non-CPS trained) evaluators may be useful with brief orientation to terms.
4. Consider using trainers/evaluators from other disciplines such as EMS, Law Enforcement, or Nursing.
5. Score as indicated, if non-applicable score the maximum number of points available for that section

6. After final tabulation, scores may be expressed as a percentage for ease of understanding and comparison. (e.g. 240 out of 300 possible = 80%)
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
